THE MIDDLESEX COUNTY FOOTBALL LEAGUE 
Premier Division season begins today with the 
visit of one of four promoted sides.

We lost Hilltop and London Samurai Rovers to 
promotion but the division is back up to 16 teams 
with FC Soma, AVA, Wilberforce Wanderers and 
AEK London being moved up.

The CCFC men’s first team have been putting 
in some increasingly impressive performances in 
pre-season, unbeaten except for two away games 
at Barking and FC United of Manchester, 3 and 4 
levels higher.

Geoff Ocran’s squad from last season has been 
kept intact, with two extra names added. 

Former Brighton & Hove Albion Academy and 
Whitehawk youth striker Fred Taylor, 27, has joined 
after impressing in a trial. 

Meanwhile young winger Troy Cleghorn steps up 
from the development team, where he was named 
most improved player of the season last year.

Today’s opponents FC Soma are a youth and 
mens football club based in the London borough 
of Camden.

They have been promoted this summer after 
lying top after six games in the MCFL Division 
One Central & East – the same division we won 
in 2018/19.

FC Soma joined the league in 2019/20, meaning 
they’ve had their only two seasons abandoned, 
and this will be only their 18th league game in 
their history due to the pandemic.

For this season they’re on the move. Their home 
ground is no longer Chase Lodge Playing Fields 
(Tottenham Hotspur’s former training ground) and 
instead they’ll be based at a new 3G development 
at Bannister Sports Ground in Harrow.

This summer they appointed Mansor Omar  
as their new manager at the young age of 28  
and beat AVA – another promoted side – 2-0 in  
a friendly.

NEW HOME KITS

our new home shirt and they didn’t disappoint.

At the last CCFC General Meeting, a proposal was passed  
to retire our original home shirt we’ve had since 2018 and pick  
a new design to celebrate the return of football to the Old 
Spotted Dog.

Following the astounding, unpredictable success of our away 
shirt, designed and voted by members in 2018, we went back  
to the membership to design a new home strip.

We had a very specific brief for the outfield shirt that honoured 
the iconic home colours Clapton first wore in 1890. 

After reviewing over 50 designs, a panel made up of members 
from the merch, women’s first team, men’s first team and Tons 
history committees, drew up a shortlist, which was put to the 
members for a vote.

We’re very pleased to unveil our new home outfield shirt, 
designed by Maurizio, and the new home goalkeeper shirt is 
designed by Ed.
