OUR OPPONENTS DENHAM UNITED 
are the largest all female club in 
the south east of England with a 
huge number of teams across a 
large age range.

Two weeks later and we are out 
of two cups, without necessarily 
deserving to be out of any of them. 

We played Ashford United in the FA 
Cup and put out a very strong team 
performance, with both teams matching 
each other really well. The opposition 
was strong and had several experienced 
players above the level, but we 
restrained them to very few chances. 
We didn’t have many ourselves, but we 
looked like the team scoring for most 
of the game. Unfortunately, conceding 
a goal with 2 minutes to go just made 
it impossible for us to do anything else. 
But in the end, it’s a shame that in such 
a close game the final score wasn’t 
decided by any of the two teams.

Against Headstone Manor we weren’t 

as strong, maybe some FA Cup defeat 
hungover. We allowed spaces for the 
opposition to play around us, which 
saw them having a great amount of 
possession around our box, from which 
they created some chances. We did 
however, fix our issues, and even though 
we weren’t at our usual level, I still 
believe we created enough chances to 
progress to the next round of the Capital 
Cup.

IT’S A GOOD FEELING TO BE 
back at home four weeks 
later.

stayed on. 
This season we won 

an amazing topsy-turvy 
game 6-4 despite Camden scoring 

3 goals in the space of 4 minutes.
Since then Camden’s new signing Matheus 

Santana - who joined the week after our game 
- has bagged 12 goals in 8 games.

Redon Abazi has 7 goals himself, including a 
hat-trick against CCFC in that ten goal thriller.

The team plays home games outside of 
Camden in Barnet, in fact very close to the 
old Underhill stadium.

Tragedy struck in November when club  
co-founder Abdulaziz Munye died aged just  
28. Friends and family raised over £15,000 
in his name which was donated to water 
wells in Ghana.
